2.  Minutes from last meeting approved.  

 
3. Presentations by Members.  Carol Helland provided a year end report on kid-friendly events in 2006. She  and 

Kim Brown hosted or helped with a total of 11 events in 2006; the Easter Egg Hunt, End of the School Year Party (hosted 
by Lisa Collier), seven Friday Family Fun Nights, the Fourth of July Breakfast and Jr. Golf with lunch and pool activities, 
and Halloween Party dinner and meet and treat.
