1.  Minutes of last Board Meeting (April 10, 2007).  

 
2. Reports: 

  
Course Superintendent's Report - Josh Soden: 

Josh has obtained seed for the wildflowers he will be planting along  #2 fairway.  These will be planted 
within the week.   
 
Aaron has started assisting Josh with his duties.  They have been putting the aeration plugs received 
from Glendale around low places and plants on the course.   
 
Tam O'Shanter is beginning to aerate their course and will be giving us their plugs as well.  Many of those 
plugs will be placed in the very low spots on our course which will level them out therefore dry them.  As 
for the rough, it is way too wet to mow many of them, but as soon as it dries some, they will get mowed.  
Tam O'Shanter will loan us their new machine after they aerate, then we can aerate our own course.   
 
As for our #1 green, Josh is looking at April 30 as the target date to open it and stop using the temporary 
green.  Just a reminder, please stay off the regular #1 green until it is open to play. 
 
April 20th is the date Josh will be trying out the John Deere mower.  He is then lining up the Toro, the 
Jacobson and a new Japanese "Subaru" mower that is on the market before deciding which will work best 
on our course. 
 
The #1 tee will soon be redesigned and work begun on it cleaning up the dirt and plants that are there 
now. A rock wall will be installed between the tee and the pool. 
Storage behind the maintenance shed was addressed.   The old fencing that is piled there will be 
removed and the pipes and other supplies better hidden.

The week of May 7th the reader sign will be replaced in the walkway to the pool.  Some of the boards and 
posts are rotten.

Secretary - Joanne Jeppesen:   

A completed copy of revised Golf Course and Pool Rules and Regulations that we discussed at the prior 
meeting was presented to the Board .  Walt Wollny moved to adopt the following revisions to the 
Golf Course and Pool Rules and Regulations to bring them in compliance with the CC&Rs and By-
laws, and with the King County Public Health Department.  Changes to the Rules and Regulations 
include adding Emeritus Members to the wording wherever Members and Associate Members are 
mentioned.  In addition, references to the By-laws shall be corrected to reflect the proper citation.  
Language around suspension is corrected to comply with the CC&Rs, and the numbering of the 
Outline shall be corrected.  Motion was seconded and passed.  These changes shall be in the 

forthcoming Roster.  
  
A motion was made to replace the Pool Rules with the 
updated Pool Rules.  The revised rules clarify use of the 

pool in the first paragraph, update rules to be in compliance with King County Health Department, modify 
the rule on use of toys in the pool, and add a rule to monitor pool water level.  Motion was seconded and 

passed.  These changes shall be in the forthcoming Roster.  
  
The motion was made to amend the golf course dress code rule regarding footwear to read as follows: 
"Golf shoes with soft spikes or spikeless, golf sandals, flat soled shoes or walking/running shoes 
are appropriate.  Shoes with heels, knobby spiked shoes, hiking boots and other footwear that 
may damage the course are not appropriate."  Motion was seconded and passed with one no vote.  

These changes will appear in the new Roster.  
  
The last motion was to amend the rule regarding submitting Tournament Written reports to read as 
follows: "After the tournament, the tournament chairperson shall submit a written report on 
receipts, expenditures and attendance, and results to the Brae Burn Golf Trustee or person 
designated by the Board of Trustees.”  This motion was seconded and passed.  This change shall be 

in the forthcoming Roster.  
  
Treasurer - Rich Detering:

Safety Committee Tips:  Each year, families and homeowners are reminded by the U.S. Consumer 
Product Safety Commission (CPSC) and U.S. Fire Administration (USFA) to ensure that their smoke 
alarms are working properly and have fresh batteries. With daylight saving time coming up on 
Sunday, CPSC and USFA are adding a new message: use the time change as an opportunity to take a 
fresh look at your family‟s fire escape plan.  

While smoke alarms have helped save countless lives over the past 30 years, research has shown that 
children younger than 16 may not reliably wake up when the alarm goes off. The fact that children 
may sleep through the sound of a smoke alarm must be taken into account when creating the family fire 
escape plan.  

The fire safety community recommends that families conduct a fire escape drill either late at night or 
early in the morning. This drill will help parents determine if their child/children are awakened by and 
able to respond to the sound of a smoke alarm. For those children who do not respond, the traditional fire 
escape plan of everyone meeting at a common location outside the home may leave them at risk. The fire 
safety community encourages parents and caregivers to assist children in getting to a safe location when 
an alarm activates at a time when they are asleep.” 

Consumers should replace their smoke alarms every 10 years since the sensors in these devices can 

degrade because of environmental contamination and from age. In addition to replacing batteries in 
smoke alarms at least once every year, CPSC and USFA recommend testing them monthly. Battery 

backup is an important consideration for those alarms that are powered by your home‟s electrical system.  

Annually, there are an estimated 350,000 unintentionally set residential fires that result in 2,500 deaths 
nationwide.
